


Dear householder,

All food waste, including cooked food, can now be disposed

of in the brown bin - that's the good news that Craigavon
Borough Council is delighted to be telling householders.

This includes all plate scrapings such as cooked meat, scraps

and bones, fish leftovers with any gravy or sauce, pasta,
rice and beans, dairy products such as eggs and cheese,
tea bags and coffee grounds - basically any food goes!

To help keep your brown bin clean you can scrape food
leftovers onto a sheet of newspaper and place the
wrapped contents into your bin.

Keep including your fruit and vegetable peelings, cold
ashes and of course your garden waste as you had been

previously doing.

Due to a rescheduling of rotas your bin collection day
may be changing. Please check the back of this
leaflet for details.

Please put your bin out for collection by 8am on your

collection day.
